Hisfellow deity, Hermes, a protector of animals, and also
amessenger of the Gods, appears in the upper right corner
of the tapestry, riding in his chariot and observing
Apollo's conduct below. This tapestry is handwoven, and
composed of wool, with silk inlay. Condition is good, but
with some areas of reduction, prior restoration, and
damage.

Hanging: The tapestry comes ready for hanging, with
linen backing and a strip of hook and loop tape at the top
end, which can be connected to the opposite side of the
supplied hook and loop tape, which could be tacked to
your wall.
